Divine Coconut Chicken©


Ingredients:


1 red pepper chopped


4 carrots chopped


1 purple onion chopped


2 heads of broccoli chopped


1 bag frozen french cut green beans


4 lbs. cut up chicken breast


1 box onion soup mix (2 envelopes)


2 cans coconut milk


4 T. butter


¼ C. flour





Steam the carrots, green beans, and broccoli





In a large pan sauté the onion, red pepper and cut up chicken with 4 tablespoons of butter. (olive oil may be substituted)


When all are cooked to your liking combine them together in the large pan.





In a small sauce pan pour 2 cans of coconut milk, onion soup mix and whisk in ¼ c. of flour. Bring to a boil and pour over chicken and vegetables and toss.





Serve over your favorite rice.
